4. IES Life Time Achievement Award


In addition to these awards, the society also give best poster presentation and best oral paper awards during the conference.

All award will be given during the Indian Ecological Society-National Conference on Climate Change (IESCCC-2026) to be held at SKUAST-Jammu on 28-30 April, 2026. 


Applications (as per prescribed eligibility and proforma-Annexure-1) for all the awards are required to be send via email in single PDF to Organizing Secretary-IESCCC-2026 at cccjk2026@gmail.com along with all supporting documents by or before 10th March 2026. A certificate from the forwarding authority (Head/Director) must be enclosed with the application as cover letter. 

Guideline and Eligibility 
I. Dr. A. S. Atwal Young Scientist Award

This award was instituted in the memory of Dr A. S. Atwal, the founder member of the Indian Ecological Society in 1974 to encourage and motivate young Indian agriculturists/ecologists for high quality fundamental or applied research in the field of Agriculture and Ecology. The award is open to all scientists in the field of Agriculture/Ecology and is awarded once in a calendar year.
Eligibility
· M.Sc. (Agriculture)/ Ph.D. (Agriculture / Environmental Sciences) from any recognized University/Institute in India/abroad.
· At least five years’ research experience in the field of Agriculture/Ecology as on 31st December (2025) of the year of award.
· Age not more than 40 years as on 31st December (2025) of the year of award.
· The applicants not necessarily be the member of IES, however, registration for conference is mandatory. 
· Achievements till 31st December (2025) of the year of award shall be evaluated

The candidate(s) selected will be awarded a Citation and a Certificate during the IES-National Conference to be held at SKUAST-Jammu on 28-30 April, 2026. The recipient of the award is expected to deliver a talk based on his contributions submitted for the award. A panel of judges nominated by the Executive Council of the Society will examine all applications/nominations as per score system.
II. Dr. G. S. Dhailwal Best Scientific Writing Award

This award is given in honour of the outstanding contributions of Dr. G. S. Dhailwal, (former Professor of Ecology, Punjab Agricultural University, Ludhiana), to agricultural entomology, ecological research, and academic leadership. 


This award recognizes excellence in scientific writing published in the Indian Journal of Ecology. Evaluation for the 2025 award will be based on all research and review papers published in the journal during the year 2025, including those appearing in special issues. No application is required for this award. The Indian Ecological Society will review all eligible papers and the selected awardee will be informed directly by the Society.

III.  IES FELLOW

The IES Fellow were instituted in recognition of professional leadership, outstanding contributions and services to the Indian Ecological Society, rendered by the life members of the Society.
Eligibility
1. The award is open to all Indian Scientists, who have worked /working, in India/ Abroad, in the field of Agriculture/Environment.

2. The candidate(s) must be a Life Member(s) of the IES for at least 07 years as on 31st December (2025) of the year for which the applications are invited.
3. The contributions of the candidate should have National/International impact.

4. The candidates should have at least 15 years’ experience in research, teaching and extension.

IV. IES LIFE TIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD


The IES Lifetime Achievement Award is a prestigious honour conferred by the Society to recognize senior academicians, scientists, and professionals who have made outstanding, long-term contributions to ecology, agriculture, and environmental sciences. This award is based solely on nomination by the Society and does not involve any application process. It acknowledges a lifetime of exemplary research, leadership, mentorship, and service to the scientific community and the mission of the Indian Ecological Society.
